Journey Onward  is the musical theater work composed by Lane Cura Meng which took her seven years to complete. 

The fiction-based-on-fact musical book is set against the historical backdrop of the AIDS epidemic circa 1983-1986. 

Journey Onward is the story of Dr. Andreas Silan, an ambitious medical researcher intent on becoming the first scientist to find the cure for AIDS while lobbying for identity disclosure and quarantine of all those infected with the AIDS virus. The tables turn when she tests positive for the HIV virus after an accidental needle stick while drawing the blood of rock star and actor Bob Simon who is secretly checked into the hospital under an alias. 

Dr. Silan is blackmailed by Simon and his manager into denying any and all rumors of Bob Simon’s failing health due to AIDS or suffer the consequences of “leaked reports” as to the truth of her own health status. 

Journey Onward premiered September 2003 at the ArtServe Theater in Ft. Lauderdale, Florida and was produced by Donna Munaco of 1000 Cranes Productions, Inc.  It was praised as a landmark artistic work reflecting the politics, greed and human suffering of all parties in the race to find the cure. 
At this time Journey Onward  is under further revision by the author and her consultants.
